1. An original essay of 750 to 1,000 words, typed and double-spaced, on one of the following topics:
a-—- If you were asked by your senator what three laws you think would help our country the most, what would you recommend?

b--- How do Humanists strike the balance between rights and responsibilities without any formal and common scriptures,
writings, or philosophies as a starting point?

c--- How has the Covid epidemic caused you to rethink or revise your plans for college and career?

2. High school transcript showing GPA of 3.0 or higher.
